17And take the 
helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God; 18praying always 
with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, being watchful to this end with all 
perseverance and supplication for all the saints” (Ephesians 6:11-18).

R “Repay no one evil for evil.  Have regard for good things in the sight of all men” (Romans

S “Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you” (James 

4:7 KJV). 
 
T “There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not 

after the flesh, but after the Spirit” (Romans 8:1). 
 
U “Unless the LORD builds the house, they labor in vain who build it; unless the LORD 

guards the city, the watchman stays awake in vain” (Psalm 127:1).
